FROM THE DEPARTMENT. WE ENCOURAGE YOU TO APPLY ON-LINE AT
http// gf.state.wy.us. Your canceled check or money order is
documentation that the Department has received your application. If
necessary, duplicate licenses or replacement warrants will be issued by the
Department upon timely notification that the applicant failed to receive the
license or refund warrant. Duplicate licenses may be purchased from the
Department for a fee of $5.00 each.

Inherent Risk in Applying:

Each applicant assumes an inherent risk when applying for a license
to be used in the future. LICENSE FEES ARE GENERALLY NONREFUNDABLE
ONCE A LICENSE HAS BEEN ISSUED. Please consider the risk when applying,
Please refer to page 8 Section 2(n) for refund policy.

License Draw Results:

Applicants should be notified of drawing results by mail within 15
days following the tentative drawing result dates listed on pages 4 and 5.
Applicants who do not receive a license or refund within 25 days
following the drawing result date, should notify the Department.
Applicants who wish to obtain results prior to mail notification may access
this information at the Wyoming Game and Fish Department Web site at
http://gf.state.wy.us or call (307) 777-4600.

Season Dates and Limitations:

Opening dates, closing dates and limitations for Big Game hunting
seasons are established each year in late April or early May by the Wyoming
Game and Fish Commission. THE OPENING DATES AND
LIMITATIONS CONTAINED IN THIS BOOKLET ARE TENTATIVE AND
SUBJECT TO CHANGE. The Commission reserves the right to not issue
licenses for specific hunt areas and types if it is in the best interest of
wildlife management. If an applicant applies for a hunt area and type in
which the Commission did not authorize licenses, the license fee will be
refunded, but the application fee will not be refunded.

Emergency Season Closures:

Big Game hunting seasons may be closed due to an emergency upon
48 hours notice. The Wyoming Game and Fish Commission may institute
an emergency closure to shorten the season in any hunt area at any time if
a harvest quota is reached or if an emergency arises warranting the closure.
Should a closure become necessary, no refunds will be given for unused
licenses.

Application Disqualification:

Read instructions carefully. Wyoming Game and Fish
Commission regulations requite all application forms to be accurately
completed including the applicant’s exact name, date of birth, mailing
address and valid hunt areas/types. Failure to complete or submit forms
correctly or submitting the wrong amount of money may disqualify an
application. Applicants shall be disqualified from participating in drawings
or in the awarding of Preference Points if the applicant’s privilege to
purchase or receive any hunting license has been suspended by a court
order or the Wildlife Violator Compact.

Hunt Areas with Difficult Public Access:

Hunt areas marked with an asterisk(*) on the tentative hunting season
information charts are predominantly private lands or have inaccessible or
limited access to public lands. If you are considering applying for a license
in any of these hunt areas, you are advised to obtain landowner permission
prior to making application for a license. Obtaining permission to hunt
after your receive a license is often difficult or impossible. You may hunt
legally accessible public lands within these hunt areas, but often such lands
are in small parcels, receive heavy hunting pressure and may not sustain the
species of wildlife you desire to hunt. In addition, wildlife abundance and
distribution are often greater on the private land portions of these areas.
The inability to secure a place to hunt is not cause for a license refund or
exchange of license for another hunt area. For information on access to

private lands, see our Web site (http://gf.state.wy.us) under the private
lands public wildlife access program. There are numerous walk-in and
hunter management areas that allow free access, but hunters should check
first to determine their availability in the area and for the species they wish
to hunt.

Permission for Access:

Approximately half of Wyoming is private land. Some of the public
lands can only be reached by private access routes. To cross private lands,
permission must be obtained from landowners. Landowners have the
right to control access to their lands or charge a fee for access. Written
permission or other proof of permission for access is required before one
can hunt on private land. The following list should help minimize access
problems:

1. Be familiar with the land ownership before applying for a license.

2. Make hunting arrangements with the landowner in advance of
applying for a license.

3. Avoid the season opening day. (Many landowners are full on opening
day, but have vacancies later in the season.)

4. Carry a good map. (Maps showing public and private lands are
available. It is a good idea to check with local land management
agencies to see if land sales have changed the status of lands in your
hunt area. Information for ordering maps is on page 48.)

5. Know where you are. Wyoming law does not require landowners to
post their property. It is the hunter’s responsibility to know if the land
is public or private.

6. How to find landowners. The Wyoming Game and Fish Department
does not keep a comprehensive list of all landowners in Wyoming.
Lists of landowners in predominantly private land areas are sometimes
available from Regional offices or Game and Fish Headquarters in
Cheyenne. In addition, some Chambers of Commerce may be able to
advise you of landowner names in surrounding hunt areas.

7. Some private land is open for public access through either Walk-in
Areas or Hunter Management Area programs. Information can be
obtained from the Department Web site at http://gf.state.wy.us under
Public Access-PLPW.

How to obtain written permission
from the Department to hunt on
areas enrolled in the
Hunter Management Program.

The Wyoming Game and Fish Department
developed the Hunter Management Area (HMA)
program as part of the Private Lands Public Wildlife
Access Program. The program provides free hunter
access with written permission to large blocks of
mixed public and private lands. A hunter is required
to obtain permission from the Department prior to
hunting an HMA. Permission slips may be obtained
over the Internet on the Department’s Web site at
http://gf.state.wy.us for the majority of HMA?s.
HMAs are either unlimited, limited first-come
first-served or limited draw. The Web site will be
updated during July after the drawing for big game
licenses. Hunters without Internet access can stop
by a Game and Fish office or mail a copy of their
license(s), vehicle information, self-addressed stamped
envelope, and which HMA they want to the PLPW

Glossary of Definitions
(a) “Application Fee” means a fee authorized by the Legislature to allow the
Department to cover a portion of its costs associated with compensating
owners or lessees of property damaged by game animals and game birds.
In addition, the application fee is used by the Department to cover costs
associated with license issuance. This fee is nonrefundable.

(b) “Antlered” means an Elk, Deer or Moose that has visible antler growth
plainly protruding from the skull. Where a minimum number of antler
points are specified, points shall be counted on the side with the greater
number of points.

(c) “Antlerless” means an Elk, Deer or Moose that has no antler growth
plainly protruding from the skull. Females and young-of-the-year without
visible antlers are antlerless game animals.

(d) “Bow and Arrow” means a longbow, recurved bow, compound bow
and/or crossbow.

(e) “Buck Antelope” means Antelope with visible horns and a dark cheek
patch at the base of the car.

(f) “Calf”” means young-of-the-year Elk, Moose or bison.
(2) “Cow” means an adult female Elk, Moose or bison.
(h) “Doc” means an adult female Antelope or Deer.

(i) “Fawn” means young-of-the-year Antelope or Deer.

(j) “General Licenses” mean big or trophy game or Wild Turkey licenses
valid in any hunt area in which licenses have not been totally limited in
number. General licenses shall be valid only for species, sex, age class and
harvest limitations that are in effect for each hunt area.

(k) “Headquarters” means the Cheyenne office of the Wyoming Game and
Fish Department located at 5400 Bishop Boulevard, Cheyenne,
Wyoming 82006.

(I) “Hunt Area” means the geographic boundaries within which a license
shall be valid.

(m) “Initial Drawing” means a computer processed random drawing held
for initial offering of resident and nonresident licenses and permits.

(n) “Issue-After Licenses” means licenses that are limited in number and
that were not issued in the Initial and Leftover Drawings; these licenses
shall be issued on an as processed basis.

(o) “Landowner” means an individual, partnership, corporation, trust,
limited liability company or combination of these that either owns real
property in fee simple title or is acquiring equitable interest by written
contract.

(p) “Landowner Applicant” means an individual who either owns real
property solely or jointly with other individuals or who holds an interest in
a corporation, partnership, trust or limited liability company that owns real
property or who is a member of the “immediate family” of the individual.

(q) “Landowner Applicant’s Immediate Family” means the landowner
applicant’s spouse, parents, grandpatents or lineal descendants and their
spouses.

(r) “Leftover Drawing” means a computer processed random drawing to
issue licenses remaining after the Initial Drawings.

(s) “Leftover Licenses” means limited quota and Nonresident Regional
General Deer licenses issued in the Leftover Drawing,

(t) “License” means a document issued by the Department through the
authority of the Commission, to a qualified individual that grants certain
privileges to take fish or wildlife in accordance with statutory or regulatory
provisions.

(u) “Limited Quota Drawing”” means licenses limited in number and valid
only in a specified hunt area(s) or portion(s) of a hunt area, for a

specified type of weapon, for a specified sex, age class or species of Big
Game, Trophy Game or Wild Turkey during specified season dates.

(v) “Limited Quota Reduced Price Cow or Calf License” means a license
which may be authorized in specific areas, allowing a person to take Cow
or Calf Elk independently of what may be taken on a Full Price General or
Limited Quota license.

(w) “Limited Quota Reduced Price Doe or Fawn License” means a license,
which may be authorized in specific areas, allowing a person to take Doe or
Fawn animals independently of what may be taken on a Full Price Region
General or Limited Quota license.

(x) “Limited Quota Licenses” means licenses limited in number and valid
only in a specified hunt area(s) or portion(s) of a hunt area, for a
specified type of weapon, for a specified sex, age class or species of Big
Game, Trophy Game or Wild Turkey during specified season dates.

(y) “Muzzle-Loading Firearm” means a muzzle-loading rifle having a barrel
bore diameter of at least 40/100 of an inch and a charge of at least fifty
(50) grains of black powder or equivalent or a muzzle-loading specialty
singe shot handgun which has a barrel length of not less than ten (10)
inches, a bore diameter of at least 45/100 of an inch and which propels a
projectile of two hundred forty (240) grains at not less than five hundred
(500) foot pounds at one hundred (100) yards.

(z) “National Elk Refuge Permit” means a permit issued by the National
Elk Refuge that allows a propetly licensed Elk hunter to take an Elk within
the National Elk Refuge.

(aa) “Nonresident” means any person who is not domiciled in Wyoming
for at least one (1) year immediately preceding making application for a
license and who is not a resident as defined by W.S. §23-1-102 (ix).

(bb) “Off National Forest” means lands other than those administered by
the U.S. Forest Service.

(cc) “On National Forest” means lands administered by the U.S. Forest
Service.

(dd) “Park Permit” means a permit issued by Grand Teton National Park
personnel that allows a propetly licensed Elk hunter to take an Elk within
Grand Teton National Park.

(ee) “Party” means a group of individuals who apply together for hunting
licenses for the same species, area and type, and who have expectations

of receiving the same treatment in processing of their applications and
receiving the same drawing results. A party does not include anyone else
regardless of whether or not they may accompany the party of hunters
during the hunt.

(ff) “Party Application” means a group of applications in which all
applicants specify the same species, hunt area and type in the same order of
preference, and all applicants expect the same processing and draw results.

(gg) “Permit” means a document which grants additional privileges to an
individual who possesses the proper license(s) to carry out activities not
authorized by the license itself.

(hh) “Potential to use license” means the license shall be considered to be
in possession of the person in whose name it was issued on or before the
carliest opening date for which the license is valid if the license is not in the
possession of an authorized Department employee.

(i) “Private Land” means all fee title/deeded lands owned by a private
individual, partnership or corporation.

(jj) “Processing Fee” means a fee established by the Department to cover
extra costs associated with withdrawing an application from a drawing.

(kk) “Proper Application Form” means the current year’s form

prescribed by the Wyoming Game and Fish Department or a photocopy of
the form. These forms shall be the only forms accepted by the
Department.

(1) “Proper Fee” means cash or a negotiable instrument as set forth by W.S.
§34.1-3-104 which results in payment in full to the Wyoming Game and
Fish Department in U.S. dollars drawn on a U.S. bank in the amount
specified by law and/or regulation, for the respective license, stamp, tag,
permit, certificate or application fee.

(mm) “Public Road or Highway” means any roadway that is publicly or
privately maintained but open to public vehicle traffic. The area between
the fences on a fenced public road or highway and the road surface, borrow
pits and shoulders of unfenced public roads or highways shall be
considered the public road or highway. Unmaintained two-track trails on
public lands are not public roads.
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(nn) “Qualified Person” means an individual who meets the statutory and
regulatory requirements to apply for or receive a license. A person shall not
be qualified if their privilege to apply for or receive a license has been
revoked, suspended or restricted by a court in Wyoming or has been
revoked or suspended in Wyoming through the Wildlife Violator Compact.

(00) “Qualifying Disability” means a physical condition that necessitates the
individual to utilize a wheelchait, cane, crutches or some other

mechanical device to assist the individual in moving to and from the
individual’s vehicle.

(pp) “Quota” means the maximum specified number of licenses to be
issued for a given area and species as provided by Commission Regulation;
in the case of Nonresident Elk hunt area quotas, the maximum number
of licenses to be issued by hunt area as specified in writing by the Wildlife
Division to the Fiscal Division.

(qq) “Region General Deer Licenses” means General Nonresident Deer
licenses that shall be limited in number and valid for a specified group of
hunt areas in accordance with Commission Regulations. A license issued
for a region shall only be valid in hunt areas within the region where
limitations in Commission Regulations specify General licenses. A license
issued for a region shall not be valid in any hunt area within that region in
which licenses are totally limited in quota, unless specified by Commission
Regulations.

(rr) “Regular Hunting Seasons” means season which delineate the dates and
hunt areas for taking of Big Game animals and/or Trophy Game animals
with legal weapons in accordance with the license types and limitations set
forth in Section 3 of Chapters 5 (Antelope), 6 (Deer), 7 (Elk), 8 (Moose),

9 (Bighorn Sheep), 24 (Mountain Goat), Section 10 of Chapter 3 (Black
Bear) and Section 4 of Chapter 42 (Mountain Lion) of the Commission
Regulations.

(ss) “Site of the Kill” means the location where the harvested animal died.

(tt) “Special Archery Season” means seasons which delineate the dates and
hunt areas for the taking of Big Game animals and/or Trophy Game
animals with legal archery equipment in which a hunter with the
appropriate hunting license and/or archery license may hunt in addition
to the regular hunting seasons in accordance with the limitations as set
forth in Section 4 of Chapters 5 (Antelope), 6 (Deer), 7 (Elk), 8 (Moose),
9 (Bighorn Sheep) and 24 (Mountain Goat) and Section 11 of Chapter 3
(Black Bear).

(uu) “Special Nonresident Elk, Deer or Antelope Licenses” means those
licenses having a fee greater than that of a regular Nonresident Elk, Deer
or Antelope license as defined in Wyoming statute and which the

statutes provide for a separate Nonresident drawing with specific
percentages of Nonresident quotas designated for only those applicants
paying the higher license fees.

(vv) “Spike Elk” means an Elk with antlers consisting of a single
unbranched beam on both sides.

(ww) “Sportsperson Identification Number” means your social security
number or a unique number assigned by the Wyoming Game and Fish

Department to each individual license applicant on the Game and Fish
Fiscal Division Customer database.

(xx) “Iype” means a limitation on a license in a particular hunt area for the
sex of animal, the species of animal, the length of the season, the type of
weapon, and/or a portion of the hunt area in which the license shall be
valid.

(yy) “Unable to Use the License For Good Cause” means an

individual is unable to use a Bighorn Sheep, Grizzly Bear, Moose or
Mountain Goat license due to disabling injury or illness, as determined

by the Department’s Chief Fiscal Officer, or when the Department has
determined a majority of, or the entire hunting opportunity has been lost in
a specific limited quota hunt area for Antelope, Deer, Elk, Bighorn Sheep,
Moose or Mountain Goat due to the administrative actions of the state

or federal government in closing the majority of or all public access to a
hunt area due to a natural disaster, including, but not necessarily limited to,
wildland fires. The Department’s Chief Fiscal Officer retains the authority
to determine if the individual was unable to use the license for good cause.

(zz) “Youth License” means a big game license that may be issued to a
Resident or Nonresident who is at least 11 years of age and who has not
attained eighteen (18) years of age at time of application. The license shall
not be valid until the license holder reaches his/her 12* birthday. For all
other species, for which a license is required, excluding furbearing animals,
a Youth license means a license that may be issued to a Resident or
Nonresident individual who has not attained eighteen (18) years of age. For
a Resident Youth Trapping license, this means under the age of seventeen

Private Land/Public Wildlife Access Program

Hunter Management Area (HMA)

is a block of private land that has been enrolled for
public hunting access. Hunters must receive permission
from the Department prior to entering the HMA. See
Department Web site for a list of current HMASs,
information about each one and how to obtain
permission. HMAs are only open during specific dates
and for specific species.

Walk-In Hunting Area (WIA)

is a block of private land enrolled for public

hunting access. Hunters do not need to ask permission.
Simply locate the area using a WIA atlas or Department
Web site and walk on in. WIA’ are only open during
specific dates for specific species. Be sure to read and
follow rules and regulations provided in atlas.
