Confirmed Grizzly Bear Killed Livestock

Monitoring and Research 
-  Documented one grizzly bear about 9 miles south of Lander in the Wind 

River Range. 
- Observed two sub-adult grizzly bears in Blackrock Creek on the Bridger-

Teton National Forest. 
- Documented a grizzly bear track in Pete Miller Park on Shoshone National 

Forest 
- Documented a grizzly track west of Pahaska Lodge in the North Fork and 

observed an unmarked grizzly on Sheep Creek up the North Fork of the 
Shoshone 

- Captured a sub-adult male grizzly in the Dick Creek drainage west of 
Meeteetse.  The bear was marked and samples were taken.  The bear was 
released on site.  

- Captured an adult male grizzly in the Franc’s Fork drainage west of 
Meeteetse.  The bear was radio collared, marked and samples were taken.  
The bear was released on site. 

- Documented grizzly tracks and photos in the Dick Creek, Timber Creek, and 
Franc’s Fork drainages west of Meeteetse. 

- Concluded trapping in the Greybull River area west of Meeteetse.  Will be 
moving to the Moran Junction area next week.
